V. Old Business
a. MHEC Resolution ( Barbossa)
i. Kathleen’s brother Joe is part of the committee
ii. Exact same resolution as last week except for small wording change on Line 18
iii. These 3 points will be the official stance of Truman students for MHEC
VI. New Business
a. Same-Sex Partner Benefits Resolution (Malin) SLATE- first read

i. Opponent think we should wait, but that is the same thing that everyone will say, someone will have to stand up and take a stand
ii. Similar resolutions have passed through student and faculty senates at other public schools
iii. There will be a survey on TruView to ask students and faculty about the issues 
iv. Students have brought up issues that maybe all students are not for this issue
1. However, our vision document says that this is in fact a huge problem that needs to be addressed
b. Nondiscrimination Statement Resolution (Malin) SLATE- first read
c. Tailgating Resolution (Nely/Bahraeen)
i. Alumnae, parents, and students who expressed interest in creating wet tailgating on campus, because often the tailgating occurs at an old car wash about a mile off campus

ii. Trial tailgating on September 10 had a lot of positive feedback, and so the committee was created

iii. Mizzou, MOST, and MSU all have dry campuses but allow for wet tailgating

1. Review of their guidelines include:

a. no one under 21 can tailgate

b. any groups serving alcohol have to also serve non alcoholic beverages and food

c. cannot remove any containers with alcohol

d. Time allotments for beginning and ends of tailgating

e. Must enter and exit a designated spot in order to monitor everything

2. Study over whether or not a wet tailgating policy would affect how much students drank in a long run and likelihood of attending a game if it was implemented

a. Levels of drinking of students who did participate did not increase at all

b. A large amount of people actually did attend the games after the policy was implemented

3. Survey for our students (1331):

a. 91% would support a wet tailgating game

b. 92% were in favor of a policy change

c. 69% were more likely to attend a game if the policy was changed

4. Recommendations:

a. Lift ban on alcohol products before football games

b. Move location to parking lot behind Stoke’s Stadium

c. Designated section for alcohol-free area for people to tailgate alcohol free

d. Add more DPS officers to monitor event

e. Nominal fee per cup: as a student, you’re exempt, everyone else would be charged to help pay for DPS, trash cans, etc.

f. Implement a list of rules and regulations for all future wet tailgating events

5. Wet tailgating can help highlight responsibility, increase school spirit, tradition—creating a school tradition that helps connect people throughout generations

6. Concerns:

a. Attendance of games- September 10th game was the least attended game of the year, they addressed these concerns:

i. It rained, tailgating was pretty far from stadium, other games were of a much higher significance (ie. homecoming, parent’s day, etc.), and it was a rush weekend for sororities

ii. Compared to last year it was still much higher

b. Belligerent people:

i. Limiting types of activities and alcohol, and providing food and non alcoholic beverages

c. Prejudices towards other sports:

i. The trial event occurred at a football game, so it makes sense to have a trial run for something we’re already familiar with and know 

d. Returning to campus—your body is a container, which violates student conduct code:

i. recommending tailgating to end at the end of first quarter to allow students to have at least 2 hours 

ii. if there is a discrepancy to be worked out in relation to student conduct code, it should be dealt with by the Board of Governors own committee

e. Comments:

i. Laura- allow someone into tailgating if they were obviously already drunk

1. same rules would apply- if they were belligerent or not acting correctly they would be eliminated
ii. Malin- fantastic presentation

iii. Overfelt- DPS only has 3 actual officers, how many officers would be recommended

1. Use of overtime officers, similar to the September 10 game

2. President Paino- have more than 3 officers, but also worked with the local officers

iv. Dahmer- why were there university provided cups

1. Clear cups, helped DPS to identify types of drinks 

2. President Paino- UCM did it, and public safety director said it’s very common, to eliminate glass and identify drinks

3. Baharaeen- wanting to add a nominal fee to non-students

v. Gordon- so would it be a self sustaining event?

1. That’s the goal- it’s a recommendation without a specific number in order to make it much more flexible

vi. Barbosa- any research on how the fee would affect attendance of community members; do other schools have other schools with a fee; is there any recommendation for attendance of minors?

1. From conversations, alumnae and parents were excited enough that it probably wouldn’t be a huge deterrent

2. Some did per parking spot, a few had fees

3. Future recommendation of being properly identified 

vii. Kohler- providing trashcans or porter potties, and keeping things clean?

1. Restroom facilities were mentioned as part of what the fee would cover; if the tailgating was moved it would be close to stadium

2. Mizzou has tips for tailgating that addressed cleaning things up and other issues

3. At past event, DPS talked to people about cleaning up and leaving

viii. Nely- thinks that he needs to act now; he campaigned on the idea of being able to do things that students can obviously see, and there won’t be many opportunities such as this

1. This decision wasn’t made lightly, it will have a huge impact and not everyone will be happy with it

2. The focus must be on the fact that the student body wants this event to occur

3. This is more than just an opportunity to engage in wet tailgating, it’s about treating students as adults and to prove that Truman students do hold themselves to a higher standard

4. To not go through with this would be insulting to the student body

5. Sustainability- thank you for raising that point! Definitely on board, it’s an opportunity to get people more involved in recycling and more Eco involved

ix. Dijak- supports—it’s a move in the right direction, it treats students with the respect they deserve

1. Concerns—cup issue of being sustainable; fiscal impact and whether the nominal fee would cover extra necessities

x. Blankers- supports—concerns are more logistical ie. The cups not promoting sustainability, fully in support of policy, and gives boost to athletics program

xi. Nely- help bridge gap between university and athletic department because it can always be improved; using multiple containers is not sustainable, but it’s mainly a safety issue and helps to keep tabs on numbers of people and who to be watching, and we should provide the opportunity to recycle; 

1. fiscal impact was between $300-$500; President Paino would have a direct conversation with the boosters to discuss fees associated with the event because they have personally expressed interest in paying for it; there are more approaches besides a nominal fee

xii. Diana- have an organization support purchasing reusable plastic cups that are clear; from SAB’s research they have found out that people are willing to pay a little bit if they know they will enjoy themselves

xiii. Paulman- being sustainable is a detail for future research, and the big issue should be what the resolution is specifically addressing
