wain Horn, a 1950 graduate of Truman with a

degree in a business education, is Truman'’s
2004 Alumnus of the Year. Horn taught school for
two years after graduation and then joined
Bankers Life Insurance Company, which led to his
career involvement with employee benefits plans.
He spent 17 years as a retirement plans consultant
before becoming a manager of the retirement plans
division at Mutual of Omaha. Horn retired from
the company as executive vice president in 1995.
Horn helped to organize the Class of 1950 project
that raised money for the fine arts facility and he
currently serves as vice president of the Truman
State University Foundation Board of Directors.
Horn and his wife, Vera, reside in Omaha, Neb.,
and spend their winters near Phoenix, Ariz. They
are members of the John R. Kirk Society and Gold-
Level members of the President’s Circle.

Richard “Dick” and Edith “Edie” Ford Erzen
will serve as the 2004 Parade Grand Marshals.
Richard earned his bachelor’s in mathematics edu-
cation from Truman in 1949, his master’s in educa-
tion from the University of Missouri-Columbia in
1952 and his doctorate in education from Illinois
State University in 1966. He also was inducted into
the Truman Athletic Hall of Fame in 1995 for his
skills on the court as a “super-sub” on two basket-
ball teams that posted a cumulative record of 59-4.
He spent his career in education, first as a teacher
in several high schools then working his way up
to president of the College of Lake County in
Grayslake, Ill. Edie received her bachelor’s in edu-
cation from Truman in 1949. She was selected as
the Carnival Queen in 1948. She also is a passion-
ate quilter and was recently elected to the Land of
Lincoln Quilting Hall of Fame. Dick and Edie are
both currently members of the John R. Kirk Society
and they reside in Normal, TL.

The recipients of this year’s Young Alumni
Award are Brian and Ame Ahrens Krippner from
St. Louis. Brian graduated from Truman in 1989
with a Bachelor of Science in business administra-
tion-finance and earned a Master of Arts in 1993
from Webster University. He is currently vice pres-
ident and manager of UMB Bank’s Corporate
Trust Department in St. Louis. He is also serving
as the current chair for the Division of Business

and Accountancy Board of Advisors and is the
national professional development chair for Delta
Sigma Pi. Ame graduated from Truman in 1990
with a Bachelor of Science in business administra-
tion-finance. She is a business analyst with
Enterprise Rent-A-Car. She currently volunteers
for Citizens for Missouri’s Children. They are both
members of the Delta Sigma Pi St. Louis Chapter
and the John R. Kirk Society of Truman.

This year’s Alumni Distinguished Service
Awards go to Steven B. Barger, Doris Pickens
Bohon, Dr. Victor E. Childers and John D.
Lundgren. Barger is retired from the financial serv-
ices industry. He earned his bachelor’s in educa-
tion from Truman in 1967 and served on the
Truman State University Foundation Board of
Directors for five years. Barger and his wife,
Marilyn, endowed the Larry and Linda Boleach
Scholarship and the Jack and Melba Bowen
Scholarship. They currently reside in Prescott, Ariz.

Bohon graduated from Truman in 1943 with a
bachelor’s in education. She served on the Truman
State University Foundation Board of Directors for
six years. She is currently a member of the
Kirksville Alumni Chapter and the John R. Kirk
Society. Her and her husband, Stanley, recently
established the Stanley and Doris (Pickens) Bohon
Family Scholarship for Study Abroad. They reside
in Kirksville and spend their winters in Florida.

Childers lives in Indianapolis, Ind., and is an
emeritus faculty member of the Indiana University
School of Business. He earned a bachelor’s in educa-
tion in 1955 from Truman. Also, he earned an M.B.A
in 1964 and a D.B.A in 1967, both from Indiana
University. He is a member-at-large of the Truman
Alumni Board, member of the St. Louis Alumni
Chapter, member of Truman State University’s
President’s Circle and has established the Dr. Victor
E. Childers International Study Award.

Lundgren resides in Burlington, Iowa, and
retired from the Burlington School District in 1994
after teaching for 29 years. He also has traveled
extensively and spends several weeks each year in
Mexico. He is currently a member of the John R.
Kirk Society, a Distinguished Fellow in the Joseph
Baldwin Society and has established the John D.
Lundgren Annual Scholarship.

Truman Forensics Cleans Up at Drury

embers of the Truman Forensic Union

descended upon Springfield, Mo., on
Oct. 8-10, in force and came away with a
sweep of the top honors in debate and sever-
al notable awards in individual speaking
events.

The team captured both the debate sweep-
stakes championship and the combined
debate/individual events sweepstakes cham-
pionship. In addition, the team of Tyson
Helder, senior communication and political
science double major from Sioux Falls, S.D.,
and Sam Hodge, freshman political science
and communication double major from Blue
Springs, Mo., defeated the University of
Missouri-Columbia in the final round of par-
liamentary debate to take home the Drury
“Ozarks Big Eight” cup.

In parliamentary debate, Truman advanced
a total of five teams to elimination rounds. In
addition to Helder and Hodge, the team of
Matt Harms, senior economics major from
Galesburg, IIl, and Ryan Walsh, senior philos-
ophy and religion and communication double
major from Cassville, Mo., had a perfect 8-0 in
preliminary rounds before losing an unfortu-
nate octafinal round to a team from Drury
University. Three other Truman teams
advanced to the quarterfinal round of the

tournament. These teams included Meghana
Kunkala, senior biology major from
Hattiesburg, Miss., and Dylan Rothermel,
freshman chemistry major from Homewood,
111, Matthew “Cody” Snyder, freshman politi-
cal science and economics double major from
Neosho, Mo., and Mariam Savabi, freshman
health science major from Maryland Heights,
Mo.; and Todd Turner, freshman communica-
tion major from Chesterfield, Mo., and Stefani
Wittenuaer, sophomore communication and
political science double major from Belleville,
Ill. Truman also dominated the field in parlia-
mentary debate speaker awards with Walsh
taking first, Helder taking second, Hodge tak-
ing third and Harms taking ninth.

In individual speaking events, Truman
ranked third in sweepstakes with several
individual honors. Heather Timmerman,
freshman communication major from
Hillsboro, Mo., was the tournament champi-
on in poetry interpretation. Kunkala was sec-
ond in extemporaneous speaking and rhetori-
cal criticism. Walsh was fifth in after-dinner
speaking. Snyder took fifth in extemporane-
ous speaking, while Turner and partner Erin
Palmer, freshman political science and justice
systems double major from Kansas City, Mo.,
took sixth in duo interpretation.

“Chinese St. Louis: From Enclave to Cultural
Community” is the first empirical and compre-
hensive study of a Midwest Asian American
community, it reconstructs the history of
Chinese Americans in St. Louis from the mid-

19th century to the present.

Drawn upon evidence from archival manu-
scripts, census data, media reports, oral inter-
views and mortuary records, it portrays the
saga of a Chinese American community from a
Chinatown centered around “Hop Alley” to a
“cultural community,” a community without
physical boundaries but identifiable through
active community organizations and cultural
activities, as defined by the author.
