The business office in McClain Hall can 
notarize ballots for students. If students are not 
sure where they are registered to vote, they can 
call the Adair County Clerk’s Office, which has 
the ability to look up all Missouri voters through a 

statewide registry. 
Individuals who have moved since they last 

voted in Adair County need to update their 
address with the clerk’s office so they can learn 
their new polling location. 

The clerk’s office is located downtown on the 
second floor of the courthouse. Their hours are 
8:30 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. and they are closed for 
lunch from 12 - 1 p.m.
